The Board of Directors of Sri Lanka Association of Washington, D.C. (SLAWDC) cordially
invite you to the Association's 30th Annual General Meeting at 3 p.m. on Saturday, March 26,
2005. The meeting signifies the formal closure of the Association's 29th year of operations
and the election of a new Board to carry out the Association's mandate in the 30th year.

Our community and the Sri
Lankan diaspora came together as one with the American public in providing much needed
immediate relief and rehabilitation aid by galvanizing their families, homes, neighborhoods,
churches, communities and work places to give generously and relentlessly to alleviate the
suffering in our homeland. This has been the proudest moment for our community, and its
saddest. One that brought together people of all ages, from all walks of life, to strive as one to
help all communities in Sri Lanka without regard to ethnicity and religion that often divided
us. Your Association has been in the front and center of this renaissance in outlook, and will
faithfully continue this mission throughout the 30th anniversary year.

It has been my great honor to serve the community for a second term as President during
2004/5, and to work with a capable team of dedicated directors and officers in organizing
activities so vital to our community life.

I am grateful for the support and encouragement you have given me and the Board throughout
the year, especially through countless acts of kindness to render assistance to the Association's
programs in benefit of the people of Sri Lanka.

To the Ambassador of Sri Lanka, Our Patron, Vice Patrons, the Election Committee and
countless others who continue to play a guiding role in the affairs of our community, thank
you. To my wife Chrystal and our daughter Lalique words elude me, for once, in praise of
their contributions. My best wishes to the incoming Board in carrying out the Association's
mandate.

MINUTES OF THE 29" ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
OF THE SRI LANKA ASSOCIATION OF WASHINGTON D.C. (SLAWDC) AND
THE SRI LANKA ASSOCIATION OF GREATER WASHINGTON, INC.
(SLAGW) HELD ON SATURDAY, MARCH 27, 2004

The 29™ Annual General Meeting of the Sri Lanka Association of Washington, D.C., (SLAWDC)
and its tax-exempt affiliate, Sri Lanka Association of Greater Washington, Inc. (SLAGW) was
held on Saturday, March 27, 2004 at the Argyle Community Center with the President Mr. Nihal
Goonewardene in the Chair. Associated with the President in conducting the meeting were
Secretary, Mrs. Ramani Napoli and Assistant Secretary Mrs. Ranji Rudran.

The meeting was called to order at 3:05 p.m. The President welcomed the Ambassador, His
Excellency Devinda Subasinghe and the membership.

1. Adoption of the Agenda and the Notice Convening the 29™ Annual General Meeting of
the Association.

3. Adoption of the Annual Report and the Statement of the Association for the year ending
January 31, 2004 and an addendum for the period of February 1 to March 15, 2004.

The Adoption of the Annual Report and the Statement of the Association for the year ending
January 31, 2004 and an addendum for the period of February 1 to March 15, 2004 was proposed
by Mr. Sathy Silva and seconded by Mr. Clement Abeyegoonewardene.

4. Patron’s address by His Excellency Devinda R. Subasinghe, Ambassador for Sri Lanka
to the U.S.A.

The Ambassador spoke of the rich variety of activities undertaken by the Association, drawing
the expatriate community together to promote social and cultural interaction, and also to promote
fund-raising for different humanitarian or charitable programs of the Association. He commented
on the productive year the Association has enjoyed during the year under review. Specifically, he
mentioned the following:

*  Honor of Sri Lanka being chosen to be represented on Human Rights Day by the
Montgomery County Government.

¢ Co-sponsorship with Marshall Legacy Institute of the Canine Mine Detection Program in
the North and East of Sri Lanka in partnership with the Sri Lanka Army. The
Association raised $17,500 for this effort, and he thanked the President and the Board for
their efforts.




¢ Presentation for rural empowerment and village awakening through the principles of
shramadana by Dr. A.T. Ariyaratne, founder of Sarvodaya, sponsored by the Association.

¢ He also thanked the Association for the financial support given to the three Sri Lankan
law students who participated in the Jessup International Law Moot Court Competition
and finding accommodation for their stay in Washington, D.C.

He spoke briefly about the political situation in Sri Lanka and the upcoming General Election
scheduled to take place on April 4, 2004.

Finally, he emphasized that the consular service of the Embassy has been upgraded for speedy
and quality service on a 24/7 basis by telephone, fax etc. He concluded with an appeal for
renewed partnership with the community.

5. President’s Address by Nihal W. Goonewardene

The President thanked the Ambassador for his presence and participation, but more importantly
for his impressive grasp of the Association’s programs as conveyed through his remarks. He also
noted that the President’s address has been considerably shortened by the diligent coverage of
events by the Ambassador. President’s address emphasized the following points as central to the
Association’s standing and acceptance as an effective representative of the diaspora:

e Quality programming to draw a cross section of the community, be it sports, charitable
endeavor, social, educational or cultural offerings, engagement with the global community,
and recognition by federal and local governments.

e Acceptance by the people and the Government of Sri Lanka as a credible diaspora
organization with resources and capacity to effectively assist Sri Lanka on a broad front.

e Ability to execute its broader mandate both as a social and humanitarian organization by
creating a sound financial base and administrative systems to carry out ever challenging
tasks.

He concluded by thanking the Board of Directors and the members for extending full cooperation
through the year.

Following the President’s remarks several members among them Mrs. Anjalika Silva and Mr.
Edward Peiris thanked the President and the Board for the tremendous work undertaken by them.
Dr. Hilary Codippily acknowledged the Board for the great job well done. Mr. & Mrs. Donald
McCoy in appreciation, donated $1,000 for any charitable causes designated by the President.

The Chairman, Mr. Sena Basnayake was unable to Chair the Election of the Board due to
